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Community Based Tourism Management and Sustainable Tourism Development of Bangkantaek
Community in Samutsongkhram Province
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Abstract

A study of community based tourism management and sustainable tourism development of
Bangkantaek Community in Samutsongkhram Province has aim for studying to understand the level of
community based tourism management and the ability to be further sustainable tourism development that
continues the research findings in 2012. Data was gathered from 536 samples in 12 villages of Bangkantaek
Community. The performance of community based tourism management in “community organizing” and
“management” factors were founded at the highest level, especially in the items of understanding to each
other among people and the ability of linkage for tourism and overview of community development. Besides,
the regulations and rules in their environmental, cultural, and tourism management were the essential
components of potential in community based tourism management. For the perception and learning on
community based tourism management, most samples acknowledge about community based tourism
management from printed media (brochure) via the activities of academic project that researcher conducted
before field study. As a whole of overview on sustainable tourism development, most samples refered that

tourism activities effect sustainable incomes, society, and environment at the highest level.
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
